Quick Tenant Information

The Basics

· Keep your apartment reasonably clean, especially sweeping and mopping the floors

· Bring your full trash bags outside, they cannot be stored in the house

· Bring your trash and recycling to the curb weekly on Tuesday Night

· Clean up all trash in your yard every Wednesday when your cans go back

· Let me know promptly about any needed repairs

Rent 
Payment is due by the 1st of each month.  Any payments not delivered or postmarked by the 3rd will incur a late charge of $20 per payee, after the 13th the late charge is $40. Trash

Trash pickup is Wednesday morning.  The city says you can bring the trash to the curb after 6 pm the night before & barrels needs to be returned to the side or back of the house on trash day.  You are responsible for cleaning up any trash on the ground every week even if it is not from you.  Excessive trash or visible stored trash can cause HUGE fines from the City.  You MUST recycle by City Law.
Wood Floors & Doors
Damp mop the floors regularly (a Swiffer is not a mop).  Put the water in a bucket or sink, & change frequently.  Do not pour water / cleaner directly on the floor.  Stiletto or damaged high heels can dent the wood floors. Make sure furniture / beds are not scratching wood floors – they are expensive to refinish.  Don’t tape anything to the wood doors or trim.
Heat / Winter

In winter closing the storm windows (if available) make a big difference in comfort and heating bills.  Never use any tape to seal window drafts – it may remove the finish from the wood.  If the apartment will be vacant (Christmas break), do not turn the heat below 55 or the pipes may freeze.
Outside Maintenance & Snow
Tenants are responsible for keeping the yard free of trash weekly.   Landlord is responsible for maintenance of the lawn and yard and shoveling sidewalk and steps.  Tenants are responsible for clearing the driveway and parking areas (if any) of snow.  

Laundry

Washer / dryer are available for use by the paying tenants only.  One floor pays the washing machine hot water, the other the dryer gas or electric.  Landlord pays the water / sewer.  Keep the area clean of empty bottles, lint, and orphaned clothes.  Turn off the basement lights – you are paying for the electricity.
Mice
Mice may visit (they like free food and free heat). If you notice any signs of mice (such as droppings in the kitchen cabinets) or other pests, it is time for traps &/or poison.  The Victor brand spring loaded traps are the only traps worth anything.  Let me know if you want help.
No Pets

Not for visits from home, not because they are cute, not because they look cold and hungry.  No Pets.

Grills

Grills may absolutely not be used on, under, or near any porches.  By law all grills must be used no closer than 10 feet from the house / porch.
